1 Good quality research ideas can only come from an academic and research community that |
highly motivated and has strong healthy research culture and diversity of disciplines and
specialisations. Thus famuch effort has been spent for such purposes.

1 As at Decembe?010, 20research centres have been set up to group researchers and their activitie:
such that more cooperative and comprehensive research projects, better facility and resourc
utilisation, etccan be achieved.

1 Frequent discussions, dialogues and workshop among researchers of different research centre
background and disciplines are held to stimulate more research ideas that adesciplase and
relevant to the socieconomic problems fadein the country. Among them is the first UTAR
Research Workshop which was held on 12 Oct 2009 and the second research workshop was held
the 8 Jan 2010. The third research workshop was held differently from the first and second
workshop. It was held a&¥ days with a different focused theme each day.

Research Plan

1 Guidance and support have been constantly provided by IPSR to assist academic and researchers
UTAR to transform ideas into feasible research project plan.

R&D Budget and Funding

1 [IPSR hadeen continuously looking out for more potential external sources of funding for research
activities in UTAR. Information of such kind has been constantly disseminated to the university
community; support and advice have been provided so that good neaekeh the interests of the
researchers and the funding agencies can be attained and thus enhancing the success rates of f
biddings.

1 Internally, an annual research funding allocation of RM3 million has been sefrag&d&0under
the UTAR Research d (UTARRF) scheme to serve as seed funds for new projects with good
potentials to kickstart.

Project Implementation and Monitoring

1 IPSR has been providing most of the support and services required throughout the research proje
implementation such gsroject financial account setup and maintenance, procurement, manpower
sourcing, progress monitoring and report, output measurement, etc.

1 Close monitoring of project progress and outcome measurement have been one of the main focus
of IPSR. For thisprojects have been carefully planned such that deliverables and outcome are
measurable and clearly mapped to major research key performance indicators (KPIs) of individuals
departments, faculties and university.

DCC and Research Commercialization
In UTAR, it is strongly believed that researchers should not stop working on a project when the

associated research work has been completed. Project completion with some postgraduates trained ¢
publications is simply not sufficient as justification for fundangd other resources being invested for

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the project. Further steps should be taken to explore on how the findings and output of the project ca
be applied in real life. In UTAR, DCC has been tasked to look into thecpagtletion phase of
research projest

In recent years, DCC has been working closely with IPSR to further enhance the transition of researc

projects into commercialization phase. Among the steps taken are as follows:

1 Support, guidance and advice on commercialization process have beam &irémgthened to
minimise problems and hindrance faced by researchers to commercialise their research.

1 Seminars and workshops on various aspects of commercialization have been conducted fc
awareness enhancement and information dissemination.

1 Constant dilogues, discussions and matohking with external parties such as venture capitalists,
commercialization seed funding agencies, industry, etc. have been held.

Research Roadmap of UTAR

A research roadmap (2010 2014) of UTAR has been defined and ammeed to the university
community in Aug 2009. Clear and measurable key performance indicators (KPIs) have been define
and relevant benchmarks have been set in the roadmap.

A research roadmap is merely the beginning of the long and challenging jobabeyl tacademic and
researchers in UTAR need to go through if the ultimate goal of world recognition of UTAR research
activities is to be achieved. Between now and the ultimate goal are concurrent and series of resear
plans, activities, actions and pesses that we need to define and implement strategically such that the
impacts (measurable in KPIs) are maximised.
